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..............for without Me you can do nothing.  
At the moment in the church we have a very simple 
catchphrase, it goes ‘every soul a fish and every believer a 
fisherman’. You will have to trust me that it sounds better in 
Portuguese. 
Each believer has been given a ministry, it comes 
automatically when you receive Jesus and it comes with a 
responsibility. Each believer is called into the ministry of 
reconciliation, to bring lost men and women back to God. It 
doesn’t matter how long you have been a Christian, how old 
you are, how you feel in the morning or whatever. You have 
been given a ministry to reconcile man to God! Does that 
mean that even if I am a fulltime mum, or in an office job that 
I have a ministry too? Yes, we ALL, means each and every 
one, no exceptions, no excuses allowed or accepted. 
Sounds a little unfair, what if you aren’t a great reader, or a 
great communicator or or or or....... 
Many times we lose our focus so quickly. You see it really 
isn’t about us or our ability. It is all about Jesus, it is all about 
what He has done for YOU. And they (us) will overcome him 
(satan) by the word of their testimony. It is about what Jesus 
has done for you. Don Francisco (yip, I am that old) sang a 
song, the words were “I gotta tell somebody, I gotta tell 
somebody, I gotta tell somebody......What Jesus did for me!”. 
When you begin to tell people what Jesus has done for you, in 
faithful obedience something incredible begins to happen. 
Like the vine bringing support and nourishment to the 
branches, you too will begin to feel the life giving sap of the 
Holy Spirit flowing through you! Try it today and see where 
Jesus takes you....you’ll be amazed....look where I ended up �                                       
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been full of those ‘you know when you know’ moments, tried and 
tested! 
I remember mentioning about building another school in one of 
the worst neighbourhoods in the city. Before I knew it we were on 
a tour of this neighbourhood, checking out possible sites! I 
remember saying that it was just crazy as the Living Word School 
at that stage was barely surviving, but I just felt............. Tinho had 
been receiving the same thing! God’s spirit says the same thing. 
As a church we had never really gone into this area, being one of 
the furthest districts from the churches location. But that all 
changed one night when a Police Office dropped a young drunk 
and battered man on our doorstep. I remember taking this lad 
from the police officer at the church door say “we’ll take it from 
here thanks”. I was leading the meeting and put Jarderson one of 
the leaders beside Adelnelson to pray during the service.   
After the service we prayed and talked about Jesus and Jarderson 
was left with the follow up work. He visited Adenelsons house 4 
times that following week and before long the family gave their 
lives to Jesus as their Saviour. Jarderson became the 
neighbourhoods cell group leader and often suffered violence as 
he entered into the ‘ghetto’, bringing the gospel. 
Several years have pasted and there are now two cell groups 
functioning in the ‘New Neighbourhood’ (Biarro Novo in 
Portuguese). Jarderson is known by the ghetto residents and the 
neighbourhood have come to respect him and call him ‘their 
Pastor’. Tonight at church, literally a lorry load of people arrived 
from this neighbourhood. A light has begun to shine in the dark. 
Please pray as we move forward in His prompting to establishing 
His will and Kingdom in the community. 
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Exciting Times!
