It has been a while since we have sent an update. This is due to the ongoing growth of the ministry here, the many changes which have occurred over the past six months and the lack of time to produce regular updates. 

This has necessitated us sending this update in mainly picture format to give you an idea of what has happened since January.
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Due to unforeseen circumstances and the need for more space – the church has purchased its own land and a new building started to be erected in November. We had our 1st serviced on 18th April.
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24 new members were received into the fellowship in Feb.
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19 New Christians were baptised
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We were able to go to Manila, to one of the worst hit areas of the 2009 Typhoons. With donations from ECC member, we have rebuilt two new homes.
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We have opened up a new ‘Kids Club’ which is held every other Saturday in a village called Inventario.

Our newly trained members help with the teaching and feeding.
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Rebekah Dawson, from the Elim Church in East ham, spent two months mission training with us in February & March.
We are so proud of the three of CSP students who graduated from Elementary, High School & College!
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Arnel now has a BA in IT -  Anna’s desire is to go to college to become a teacher, while Irene will be attending High School in June.
Our good friends, Selwyn and Janice spent two weeks with us in March – they encouraged us and were able to see the various areas of the ministry. 
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We thank God for the blessing of celebrated our 26th wedding anniversary on the 31st March!

Thank you all for your prayers and support. Please continue to pray for us and the ministry. At this moment, we still need finances to complete the church building in order to insure the ongoing success of the ministry.
