Jane’s News from Swaziland June 2010

Hi there!

We are now more than half way through 2010!  Can you believe it?  This month has gone so fast it feels like I have been caught up in a whirlwind.  Let me up date you with what has been happening in Lavumisa.

Firstly, the sand bag construction is going very well.  As you can see from the picture, you put up the steel structures, fill the sandbags with river sand then stack them before holding them fast with chicken wire prior to plastering.  The church is nearly finished.  Then they will start on the Pastor’s house then the three children’s homes.  Please pray that these structures will be able to be completed soon so that the project can move forward.

The eleven volunteers chosen by the community came to Hawane for three days for Home Based Care Training and Mobile Clinic work.  They had a great time but for all of them it was their first time to see frost!  We are now in winter and as Hawane is high up in the mountains it is so much colder than Lavumisa down in the South of the country.   The training went well and at the end we prayed for them prior to sending them back to Lavumisa to start the In Community By Community (ICBC) project there.

I did another clinic at Lavumisa on the 22nd June – the team were ready and waiting for us and we saw a total of 128 people!  It took six hours to see them all.  From this clinic we have realised how much teaching and training is needed in this area.  The team had already started visiting people in their homes which is great!  The plan is now for me to try and visit one Saturday a month to offer more training and to feedback on the advice and treatment given to those seen in their homes.  Please pray for wisdom as we try to reach this needy community.

The Hawane ICBC team is doing really well.  They are currently looking after 12 people in the community offering them support and advice where needed.  Our mobile clinics are taking off too.  This month we have had 193 patients and 13 of these gave their life to the Lord at the mobile clinic. We are now trying to get them into local churches and ensure they are discipled.  Please pray for us as we continue to preach the gospel and meet their physical, emotional and spiritual needs.  Also, please pray that we can get hold of SiSwati tracts to hand out to those who are seeking God.  

On the farm, I did some teaching to the younger girls about “body matters.”  We called it “our beautiful bodies” and discussed all sorts of issues from hormones to abuse.  It was a lovely afternoon spent with these precious princesses!   Please pray that our children will know the love of God as they grow and develop and that they learn to come to terms with their past and look forward to their future.
