Jane’s News from Swaziland July 10
Hi there!
I am writing this from not so sunny England – I have come home for a month to rest and to visit family and friends.  It is lovely coming home in the summer with the light nights, the rich green grass and trees and of course all the strawberries!  
Firstly, I would like to bring a praise report describing how God moves in mysterious ways in answer to our prayers!  I asked you to pray for Sakhi who is our only child now with no known family members.  Clients at the women’s refuge, Elusitweni, wanted to bless all the children at Hawane by knitting them woolly hats (it is winter in Africa).  When they came to the farm to distribute the gifts to our children, one of the young women recognised Sakhi as her cousin!  She even called him by his real name “Mandudwana” which Sakhi changed when he first came to us in 2008.  In the August school holidays Sakhi will visit his cousin at Elusitweni while we pray about using the information given by this lady to seek his Mother.  Please continue praying that God will guide us and give us wisdom.  The information given by the young lady at Elusitweni describes a very violent and dangerous homestead so your prayers are very much appreciated as we move forward on this case.  But we thank God for this amazing answer to prayer!
The Lavumisa project is moving forward.  I spent a memorable Saturday there helping to build the walls and to meet the ICBC team who had been visiting people in their homes.   On a Saturday the building team consists of young children who are rewarded with a food parcel at the end of a hard days work.  It was a privilege to be able to spend time with these children and to encourage them to continue in their efforts.

Please continue to pray for Lavumisa.  The clinics we hold there tell a story of poverty and sickness.  One of the main issues is clean water.  If you live near the river then that is your main water source!  The only problem is it is the water source for all the cows, goats and sheep too!  All the community wash their clothes in the river as well.  This makes the drinking water dangerous and so many people suffer with dysentery which can cause malnutrition in children.  Please pray for a way forward to get the community to cooperate to work together to sort out these issues.  At the mobile clinics we do teach on solar disinfectant of water and distribute one or two litre clear plastic bottles but this is only a solution to those who access the river water.   For those that live away from the river there is a bore hole but the water from this is salty causing dehydration and skin problems!   Please pray that God will lead the way to provide clean fresh water for all at Lavumisa.  The other issue is plenty of water too – it is difficult to grow vegetables because of the lack of rain.  Most people eat a mono diet of carbohydrates which is not healthy and causes or exacerbates other illnesses.   
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The Hawane and Lavumisa clinics are going very well.  We are seeing about 300 people a month, giving out medication and health teaching for free.  More recently we have been seeing the fruit of our labours.  This month 20 people became Christians as a result of our work.  Now we are busy following them up, trying to get them into churches and discipled.   Please continue praying that God will provide for all of our needs.  The medication is becoming increasingly more expensive in Swaziland and we need more of it as the clinics are getting bigger and bigger!   Recently I took the decision to add blood pressure medication to our list.  Strokes and heart attacks are very common in Swaziland and it devastates families as often the main income earner becomes paralysed or dies.  Those that are on the medication may be able to afford one month supply only then the money runs out so they stop taking it.  This causes a huge rise in the blood pressure increasing the risk of heart attack or stroke.  Our aim is to prevent this by providing to those who cannot afford to buy or who are too ill to walk for five hours to get their medication.  Please pray that God will give us wisdom as we give out these medications to those in need.
Well there is so much that I can tell you about but I have filled two pages already!  Many thanks for all your prayers and support.  It is really appreciated!
